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Team game

Gaps 1 and 4 can easily be solved if you love waterfronts. Just a few steps away from the school the complete river Elbe/Labe can be traced. For 4 we need the first letter of a town in Czech Republic, downriver from Roudnice, that shows a coat of arms with a fish and a lion – and the two seem to be in a dance! Number 1 can be solved there, too, as it deals with coats of arms of towns at the Elbe/Labe as well: we need two coats that are nearly similar – same symbol, same colours. But the symbol is shown in mirror fashion, once looking left, once right. One of the two coats of arms shows an additional letter, the one we need. The same letter is also the fifth in the town where it is not in the coat of arms. 

More water for you: out of church property as well, non-drinkable, flows onto the street. It΄s colour rubbed itself into the very name of the town. If you know the element causing the colour and trace its 3rd letter, gap 2 is also succesfully filled.

For gap 3 there are even two options: either you have a close look at the entry into St Mary΄s  church and find a part of the frame between door and window above done in a substitute material. The lowest end of it shows a decoration – and we need its 3rd letter. Option two needs more thinking and less looking. Roudnice has two unusual buildings, one older, one newer, both with a function that is normally integrated in different ways in other towns. Both have the same institutional name and we need  3rd letter of it.
For the second word, let us first turn to the pius neighbours of the Lobkovic-palace, no need to ask their individual names, but we need the religious group the belonged to. Lets take the English spelling of it, 6th letter – and don΄t drink too much coffee while thinking!

Talking of pious and religious people. There are more of importance to our project. The first of the two keeps looking at palace Lobkovic as well. Though he is mentally pretty much in home in Prague as well… Kindly ask him to read out the inscription text below him. The second letter of the last word will fill our 6th gap. The other religious gentleman was remembered especially well at an anniversary. If you ask him, he will tell you which one. First letter of this number fills gap 10.
For the next letters we need help. Help of people with a passion. The first person with a passion will grant us his first letter of his Christian name (or the 3rd of his family) if we understand that he loved art. He loved it so much that he was able to form the core for a collection. Got him? = gap 11. 
The other one lived a little earlier and did not collect art as much as books. Especially manuscripts. They were stored in the palace of the Lobkovic-family as well. As his name is little longer, let me help: his first name is Bohuslav. But we need the 6th letter of the second word in his name for gap 14. For the next person with passion we should ask a bishop. Because a bishop concecrated this person in Roudnice and made him with that a priest. Well he didn΄t stay in Roudnice for ever – rather became famous in Prague and in Konstanz – but he came back. If you have carefull look around, you can see him in town, possibly even hear him speak if you are quiet enough. Ask him kindly not to argue with you, but just borrow you his name΄s 3rd letter for the 7th gap.
Still there with him and listening? Well, look what he is watching and where he is looking for that. Folow his direction and find a few more interesting people, this time high up above you as part of a facade. They symbolize professions that were importance in the region and they guard a treasure. In total there are six of them, the two in the middle have two things between them. Take the word for the lower one, 2nd letter, and you got gap 13 filled.

Once you are there, watch out for a nice coat of arms of Roudnice at a facade. Two strange creatures are holding it. You know what they are called, easy if you are fairy tale – and fantasy expert… Pick the 3rd letter for gap 9.
After such help you should thank the gentleman with the helpful stare go back to him and to the very end of the square. There follow the stairs at the left end of the square down into the road to find a last helpful genteleman. A bronze plate reads his name to you – and you need the second letter to fill gap 8.

The last exercise needs counting. As simple as that. We need the number of lamp post on the bridge. And we need to add the number of leaves that are on the coat of arms of the bishop who initiated the building of the bridge across the river Elbe/Labe. Just add all that up, the number is also the position of the last missing letter in the alphabet.

Once you are at the bridge, check the name in the decoration you can see at the house at its foot. Last missing gap (12) is filled with the last letter of the name. Thanks – you should have the code…
